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1.0 Introduction

The Meath County Council Knockharley Landfill Commiy Liaison Committee

Environmental Community Projects and Works Granthethe was adopted by the
council at its April 2006 meeting. The scheme wstaldished by Meath County Council
(the Council) and the Knockharley Landfill Commuyniitiaison Committee and provides
financial assistance to local community-based clais voluntary organisations for the
development of environmental community projects aodks in the locality as defined at

Appendix A.

The purpose of the Knockharley Landfill Communityison Committee is to identify
environmental community projects and works viadheaual launch of the scheme and a
critical assessment of applications for funding prbjects received for groups and
organisations within the defined area in any onar.y&herefore on an annual basis, the
committee make recommendations on project fundirthe Navan Electoral Committee,

who is turn recommend to the full council for apyab

The scheme is being funded through the proceetteedévy on the Knockharley Landfill

facility.
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1.1 Background to the Current Scheme

The Minister for Environment and Local Governmeticy Statement in October
1998 contained in th&€hanging Our Ways” document (Appendix C- Extract)
advocated that

“Local authorities working closely with local commities should utilise a proportion
of income from waste charges and gate fees to mitgthe impact of waste
management facilities on communities through apprage environmental community

projects”.

Measures outlined in the document suggested:

The setting up of a Community Liaison Committee,

Provision of a public education area within landidiministration blocks for
environmental education needs and,

Utilise a portion of income from waste chargesdppropriate environmental
improvement projects to mitigate the impact of lredfill on the local community.

An Bord Pleanala decision reference PL.17.12483fpéhdix D) on the planning
application reference P/01/5006 for a residual megjied landfill facility at Knockharley
contained one condition in line with the above gawgent policy on waste management.

Condition 5 of the decision provided for the sejtup of a community liaison committee.

The exact text of the condition and reason fommgosition is as follows:
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Condition No. 5

The identification of environmental community progés and works shall be decided
upon by a community liaison committee; the compamitof the committee shall be
based on equal representation of personnel from gianning authority, the developer,
local residents and elected members of Meath Coudbuncil; any variation in the
composition of the committee shall be subject te firior agreement of the planning
authority.

Reason: To identify appropriate environmental commity projects, which will
mitigate the impact of the landfill facility on théocal community in accordance with
Government policy as set out in “ Changing Our Waysiblished by the Department

of the Environment and Local Government in Septemi©98.

An Bord Pleanala did not specify in its decisioa #mount of the financial contribution
to be made by Greenstar Ltd. (formerly Celtic Wakievards the funding of the
environmental community projects and works so iifiext by the Community Liaison
Committee. However, funding for environmental potgeand works was subsequently
agreed in writing between Greenstar Ltd. and M&tnty Council at the sum of €1.89
per tonne of waste per annum disposed of at the®ilis corresponds to the amount
agreed between Greenstar Ltd and Gemma McManusper of the local community,
to be paid for the purposes of funding environmigoajects and works as required by
condition 5 of the planning permission.
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For the purposes of clarity the definition“®lanning Authority” as per Part 1 Section 2

of the Planning & Development Act 2000-2002 is@ofvs:

“planning authority,” means

(a) in the case of a county, exclusive of any boroughuoban district therein, the

council of the county.

A number of items were addressed in the formuladiotine grant scheme, namely,

The Community Liaison Committee agreed to iderttiy environmental community
projects and works.

Environmental community projects and works so idiexat comprised of local
community groups projects and works.

The definition of the area to benefit from both goliland community projects and
works was agreed and recommended to the plannthgréy.

In order to identify local community group projeetisd works it was agreed that
applications would be requested on an annual frasislocal community groups and
organisations in accordance with the criteria &gistance and general conditions of
the scheme as agreed in April 2006.

Knockharley Landfill Community Liaison Committee

The inaugural meeting of the Knockharley Landfidr@munity Liaison Committee was
held on Monday May 162005.
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Local community representation was agreed at giresentatives in totalhree

representatives onlyto sit on the committee in any one period in acaoog with a rota

arrangement as agreed locally.

The Knockharley Landfill Community Liaison Commagteomprises of three
representatives from the local community, two repreatives from Greenstar Ltd.
(formerly Celtic Waste Ltd.), two elected represgines from Meath County Council,

Navan Electoral Area Members and two officials friteath County Council.

Committee voting rights were agreed as follows:

Two from the local community representatives
Two from elected representatives and
Two from Greenstar Ltd.

The local community representatives will nominatetie two voting rights from

among its six representatives.

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2.0 Scheme Review

The current scheme adopted in 2006 was modelleg clessely on the then Meath
County Council Community Grants Scheme with modifiens where necessary to suit

the particular circumstances of the scheme.

The scheme was first launched in July 2006 andvievapplications were received and
assessed for funding. A fund of approx. €250,008 axailable for distribution. Nine
projects and works were successful in being apgprdee funding, two projects were
deferred and one was unsuccessful. Details of pipiications and the current state of
grant drawdown are contained at Appendix B. To dAt25,700 has been claimed and
paid out for four projects. A further five projedse at varying stages in the drawdown

process.

The scheme was due for launch in 2007 but was éeél&yllowing requests from local
groups and organisations to committee membersrsgédihave the scheme reviewed as
its operation was perceived locally as being owengicated and too onerous in terms of

the documentation required in the application tording process.

The Meath County Council Community Grants Schems re&iewed in February 2007
having been in operation for the three previoussyeath significant grant funding being
allocated to council electoral area and countyqmtsj and initiatives. The scheme now

titled Amenity Levies Schemas somewhat more flexible than the previous schérhe
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valuable experience gained in operating the Comtyu@rants Scheme over the three

year period was incorporated into the review.

As the Meath County Council Knockharley Landfill @munity Liaison Committee

Environmental Community Projects and Works GranheBee is modelled on the
Community Grants/Amenity Levies Scheme, it is namsidered opportune to affect a
review of the scheme. The experience gained to idabperating both schemes coupled
with the opportunity to address issues raised lpaan now be utilised in the review

process.

The F'. Draft of the review was presented to the Knockdyalandfill Community
Liaison Committee at a meeting held in the Admmaison Building, Education Room,
Greenstar Landfill Facility, Knockharley on Thurgdaecember 28. 2007. Following a
presentation of the draft a number of amendmente w®posed and these were included

in Draft 2.

Subsequently the community representatives heldther meeting on'$ January 2008

to further consider Draft 1. This resulted in arsigsion contained at Appendix J, which
primarily proposed three (3) amendments. A ThirdfDincorporating these amendments
was considered at a meeting held on Thursddy Jehuary, 2008. The Final Review
document takes into account the deliberations o theeting and agreement and

consensus reached.

The submission from the Community Representatiegsigsted that a definition of the
word “impact” should be included in the revised estie. The reasoning behind this
relates to the wording in the reason for the imgasiof the levy condition by An Bord
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Pleanala and the fact that the “Changing Our Waggument outlines clearly the impact

of landfill facilities on local communities. Thisnpact is primarily contained in section

9.2 of “Changing Our Ways” and is as follows:

Public support and participation

New waste management facilities are generally unveshe to the public and invariably
generate vigorous local opposition. In part, this & legacy of past poor performance,
but even well designed and managed facilities cavé implications for those who live
nearby, whether in the form of visual disamenityatfic volumes, concerns regarding
property values, or otherwise. As a result, neweepments, though considered
essential in the wider public interest, routinelyeounter vigorous legal and political
challenges which put these projects at risk, caustay and increase development

costs.

Good planning, careful site selection, public eduican and awareness and a policy of
Openness and transparency can mitigate such oppasitLocal authorities, working
closely with local communities, should utilise agportion of income from waste
charges and gate fees to mitigate the impact oftstacilities on these communities

through appropriate environmental improvement prajs.

Landfill and indeed all new development affects lilal community in which they are
situate in a number of ways and the effect in @eri@rcumstance maybe more
pronounced the closer to the development. Ratlariniclude specific wording to define

the “impact”, it is considered that the impact afigéct of the Knockharley landfill on the
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local community is fully recognised by the couneaihd the Knockharley Landfill

Community Liaison Committee and that this maybe enmronounced for communities
proximate to the landfill. This recognition cougleiith the revised section 3.5, which
proposes that project matching funding for sucegsapplicant organisations/groups
should be 50% of project costs outside the defioedl area to benefit and reducing once
inside the area taking into account local knowledg®ximity to the facility, etc. is
deemed the most effective and equitable way in kvkicmitigate against the impact of

the landfill.

2.1 Terms and Conditions

Significant experience has been gained over thetpees years in the operation and
administration of the Community Grants Scheme arétk County Council
Knockharley Landfill Community Liaison Committee Wronmental Community
Projects and Works Grants Scheme as regards teninsoaditions etc... This has been
primarily in the area of the development and exjmmef the terms and conditions in
order to fully facilitate the proper administratiand operation of both schemes.

It is proposed to include the various documentgpimduced over the past three years in

amending the terms and conditions of the schenap@®priate.

3.0 Environmental Community Projects and Works Grart Scheme

The Environmental Community Projects and Works Grant Sdeme 2007-2009
established by Meath County Council (the Councif)d aKnockharley Landfill
Community Liaison Committee provides financial assice to community-based clubs
and voluntary organisations for the developmenemiironmental community projects

and works in the locality as defined in section“Ldcal Area to Benefit”.

The Schemeis being funded through the proceeds of the lemytlte Knockharley
Landfill Facility.

The levy is a contribution required under conditido. 5 attaching to An Bord Pleanala
planning permission reference PL-17.125891 andnextdo in the terms of a subsequent
High Court Judicial Review settlement that is tapla@l to the Planning Authority for the
purpose of developing environmental community prigi@nd works within the local area

impacted upon by the landfill facility.
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The scheme provides Capital Assistance for qualifyirojects.

The overall assistance available will vary from rygayear depending on the tonnage of

waste deposited annually in the landfill facility.

Funding for qualifying projects will be recommendég the Knockharley Landfill
Community Liaison Committee for the approval of twuncil. The funding will be at

least on an annual basis or other appropriate gp@asamay be decided by the committee.

The Environmental Community Projects and Works Grant Schemeis available to
new projects or refurbishment of existing faciktid’riority will be given to projects that
will provide an overall enhancement of the locataaand will provide the maximum

potential for the town/village/local area to groecglly and economically.

Funding will be allocated to eligible projects sota try to ensure co-ordination, avoid
duplication, and create added value and multi-tesgiities and to spread the benefits of

the scheme evenly.

The aim of the scheme is to assist community-bpsaécts that are:

- Well founded

- Well supported by its community, financially andhetwise

- Preferably based on a co-operative proposal frararagégroups so as to create a
better and more sustainable use of resources byngHacilities

- Based on an acknowledgement of and/or provisionsfmrial inclusion

- Are recognised by the Council and the Knockharlagdfill Community Liaison
Committee as being the main provider of a particséavice to all members of the
public in the local community area

- Formulated within the context of existing plans atrategies of Meath County
Council and other agencies and which
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Ensures that those facilities or parts of the mtojgrectly assisted by the scheme are
available without discrimination to all membersloé community that the project

serves

Projects which show a combination of a range ofgu@ed funding mechanisms such as
Meath County Council Funding

Other Agencies/Government Departments
Local Sponsorship
National Organisation
Own Resources both fund raising and voluntary laboqy etc.

will be particularly encouraged.

Assistance will not be available to fund maintereaocday to day running expenses.

Mobile assets will not be considered for finanass$istance. In this context mobile assets

includes sports equipment.

General Conditions

Any beneficiary receiving assistance undisrsbheme will be requireid sign an
acceptance form and to enter into a legal agreearatior Deed of Charge
conferring the right on Council and the Knockharleydfill Community Liaison
Committee to seek a refund on the grant paid, ialevbr in part, where the
facility is disposed of at any time or if the beoilry ceases its activities within
5/10 years in the case of the payment of the gEthils of the acceptance form
and legal agreement and Deed of Charge are codtaimgppendix E. A signed
form of acceptance is required for cumulative gaembunts less than €20,000, a
legal agreement for cumulative amounts of more 201000 and less than
€100,000 and a deed of charge for cumulative ansaaf€100,000 and more.

The Council and the Knockharley Landfill Coomity Liaison Committee
reserves the right to seek the submission of tmeit@s of any Annual or
Extraordinary General Meeting or the audited Fiman&ccounts of any

beneficiary funded under this Scheme.

Receipt of assistance under this Scheme Imeustcognised in a manner to be
agreed with the Council and the Knockharley Lah@dmmunity Liaison
Committee. (This will include the erection of sigegprovided by the Council in

appropriate cases).

Applications for funding must be submittedtloa appropriate application form-
Appendix F and all relevant and necessary inforomagéind supporting
documentation must be included in accordance wiHlnstructions to
Applicants” and“Additional Information for Applicants” contained in
Appendix G.Incomplete applications not supported by the resglir
documentation will not be considered and will beeimeed in full to the

applicants.
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3.4.5 Appropriate evidence of financial need arappsals for matching resources must
be produced and efforts to source alternative fupdiust be outlined. The level
of grant payable may be determined having regatdeg@mount of other funds
generated/raised by the applicant organisation.

3.4.6 Beneficiaries are responsible for ensuringm@ance with all requirements
relating to the income tax and other relevant stayucodes. The payment of a
grant will be subject to the beneficiary providimg to date details of a current
C2/Tax Clearance Certificate from the Revenue Casimners where

appropriate.

3.4.7 Facilities aided under this Scheme must cpiiyblly with all statutory and/or
licensing requirements. In particular they shathpty with the provisions of the
Local Government (Planning and Development) A¢ts,Building Regulations

and any other relevant legislation.

3.4.8 Payments will be made, in full or in part,tba basis of original invoices of
expenditure vouched as paid in such a mannerragsred by the Council and
the Knockharley Landfill Community Liaison Commégtas outlined in the

“Payment Stage Requirements’document contained in Appendix H.

3.4.9 The beneficiary shall agree to be responsiislany loss, damage or injury to
persons or property arising out of the provisiomse of the facility and shall

indemnify Meath County Council against all claimmsyusoever arising.

3.4.10 The beneficiary shall effect and produceence of appropriate Employers
Liability Insurance and Public Liability Insurantelimits as specified in the
“Payment Stage Requirements’'document Appendix H. The Council shall be
fully indemnified.
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3.4.11 All grant-aided assets shall, where appab@rbe kept insured at all times against
loss or damage by fire, storm or flooding. All caanpation paid under such
insurance shall be used to restore the propertiastaged or lost and any
shortfall shall be made good by the beneficiarye irtierest of the Council shall

be noted on all policies and the Council shall btfied of any claims made.

3.412 The beneficiary must produce appropriatsfsatiory evidence of clear and valid
title to the lands or buildings to be funded unither Scheme. Where title is
leasehold the interest must be generally for ammimn of 10 years and such
matters will be taken into consideration by the @oluand the Knockharley
Landfill Community Liaison Committee in decidingetlamount of grant (if any)
to be paid. However, the council and the Knockhyaldendfill Community
Liaison Committee recognises that it may not alwag$easible for a group to
obtain a ten year lease agreement.

3.4.13 All or any portion of a grant which has beapaid may be withheld by Council
and the Knockharley Landfill Community Liaison Corttee where specified
conditions are not being complied with or where¢he an unapproved material

change in the proposals for which the applicatiais wade.
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3.4.14 Grant-aided facilities shall not be aliedatessigned, sold or otherwise disposed

of without the consent of the Council and the Krwukey Landfill Community

Liaison Committee.

3.4.15 Grant allocations may be reviewed or revalteghy time by the Council and the

Knockharley Landfill Community Liaison Committeegfogress on the
development or refurbishment of the facility is satisfactory. In any event grant
allocations will be revoked if not taken up withihre periods specified in this

Where new projects are to replace an exigticigity the application must include
a detailed explanation as to why the existing iigai$ not suitable or why it

Financial assistance will not be providedosgiectively and expenditure incurred
before an offer of support is made will be ineligidHowever, where a group can
demonstrate to the satisfaction of the councilttwedKnockharley Landfill
Community Liaison Committee that expenditure wasessarily incurred in a
significant project due to requirements to avaibtifer grants, the council and the
Knockharley Landfill Community Liaison Committeeittt absolute discretion
may decide to grant aid such a project that hasywtemeed.

Funding will not be paid for any project whiiequires Planning Permission and
for which Planning Permission has not been obtaat#bugh projects may be

approved in principle pending receipt of permission

Beneficiaries in some instances may be requio provide the Council and the
Knockharley Landfill Community Liaison Committee thvia realistic business
plan dealing with the future running and maintemaoasts of the project and the
sources of the ongoing funding to meet such costs.

objectives.
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For instance, local authorities are
specifically

authorised to engage in commercial waste
recovery activities, either in their own right or

9 The local
authority role -
some specific
considerations

9.1 Public education

9.1.1 Clearly, the making and
implementation of

meaningful waste management plans, which
take

full account of the considerations and
objectives

outlined above, will require local authorities
critically to evaluate and redefine their
traditional

role in relation to waste management. Their
core functions under the 1996 Act are clear -
waste management planning, regulatory
enforcement and compliance with qualified
obligations to provide waste collection
services

and disposal facilities in relation to
household

waste. In association with these functions
however, local authorities have a critical role
in

influencing change in their communities and
securing a better performance in relation to
the

minimisation and recovery of waste.
Essentially,

local authorities must undertake a
developmental role which exploits the
potential

of local communities, voluntary groups and
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businesses in these regards. They should
approach this task with imagination, vigour
and a

willingness to innovate.

18

9.1.2 Public involvement in waste
minimisation and

recovery is crucial. As consumers,
households

can exercise a certain degree of influence
over

the nature of goods and packaging which
they

purchase. They can give preference to -

» more durable products,

* concentrated products requiring less
packaging,

* goods in reusable or returnable containers,
and

« recyclable goods and goods containing a
significant proportion of recycled material,
while avoiding as far as possible over-
packaged

and disposable goods. They can also greatly
facilitate materials recycling by home
composting

and routine use of "bring" facilities for
recyclables. The key to mobilising the
general

public to take a more responsible approach
to

waste, and support waste minimisation and
recovery, is sustained public information and
education. Local authorities that have not
already done so should develop an on-going
public awareness programme, aimed at
generating a clear appreciation of the nature
and

scale of the waste problem, and providing
practical guidance on the day to day choices
which can be exercised by individuals and
households. Such programmes can involve -
» media presentations,

« dissemination of information leaflets to
households,

» meetings with local residents groups and
voluntary organisations,

* presentations to schools and youth
organisations,

and

» advertising which clearly identifies the
availability

Meath County Council
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and location of civic amenity facilities and
other

"bring" centres for recyclables.

9.2 Public support and participation

New waste management facilities are

generally

unwelcome to the public and invariably
generate

vigorous local opposition. In part, this is a
legacy

of past poor performance, but even well
designed and managed facilities can have
implications for those who live nearby,
whether

in the form of visual disamenity, traffic
volumes,

concerns regarding property values, or
otherwise. As a result, new developments,
though considered essential in the wider
public

interest, routinely encounter vigorous legal
and

political challenges which put these projects
at

risk, cause delay and increase development
costs.

Good planning, careful site selection, public
education and awareness and a policy of
openness and transparency can mitigate
such

opposition. Local authorities, working closely
with local communities, should utilise a
proportion of income from waste charges
and

gate fees to mitigate the impact of such
facilities

on these communities through appropriate
environmental improvement projects.

10 A preferred
planning
approach

10.1 Waste management plans are not just
a

necessary response to a legislative
requirement.

They provide a vital rational framework
within
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which various players can interact and
achieve
clearly understood objectives. Attainment of

19

Ireland's overall waste management
objectives

will require dynamic changes at all levels,
and the

planning process must reflect this dynamism
waste management plans should be subject
to

ongoing review and refinement.

10.2 Waste management plans should
reflect an

overall philosophy and must outline general
objectives which will be pursued. It is also
necessary that they establish more detailed
and

meaningful objectives, including where
appropriate specific targets, towards which
actions may be directed and against which
performance may be measured. A general
statement of intent, unsupported by a clear
plan

of action, will not serve a local authority well
and

would be a disservice to the developing
waste

industry and to the general public.

10.3 From inception, a plan should involve a
triple track

approach, with work proceeding
simultaneously and in parallel on each track
to

deliver an integrated waste management
solution

for the region concerned. The three
essential

components are -

» a comprehensive waste recovery
programme,

aimed in particular at substantially
increasing

recycling rates for municipal waste and C&D
waste;

« planning for and the provision of requisite
infrastructure, which should substantially
come

on stream within a period not exceeding 7
years, and

* access to adequate, environmentally
sound,

residual waste disposal capacity.

10.4 Proper management of waste is a
fundamental

requirement for sustainable development
and

environmental protection. It is a major
challenge

for society, which must be tackled with
vigour

and imagination. In cooperation with
Government, business and the community
at

large, local authorities have a pivotal role in
delivering a radical change in national waste
management performance. They must now
discharge this role. Achievement of national
objectives will, in summary, require -

« meaningful strategic planning, on a
regionalised

basis,

* a dramatic reduction in reliance on landfill,
in

favour of an integrated waste management
approach which utilises a range of waste
treatment options to deliver ambitious
recycling

and recovery targets,

« greater participation by the private sector in
the

provision of waste management services,

« a more effective and equitable system of
waste

charging which incentivises waste
minimisation

and recovery,

« greater utilisation of legislative instruments
extending the scope of producer
responsibility

initiatives, and

« the mobilisation of public support and
participation.

Further to the meeting of the 2@ecember 2007 of the Knockharley Landfill Commurtitaison
Committee a meeting of the community representatives held in Maguire’s Lounge on the date above
with the above in attendance.

The only issue on the agenda was the discussitheafraft document referenced “the Environmental
Community Projects and Works Scheme”.

Jimmy Mullen, Paschal Marry and Laurence Kinsele&anin attendance at the meeting in the Landfill
Facility and reported that the meeting was prodeciind Michael Killeen presented the document in a
professional manner.

The meeting went on to discuss the draft documedhtlae consensus of those present was that the
document was very close to specification. Howeitavas unanimously agreed that the following three
adjustments should be made to the draft.

Firstly, on page 4..0Introduction the second sentence reads “ The scheme wasigiséabby Meath
County Council ( the Council) and the Knockharlentfill Community Liaison Committee and provides
financial assistance to the Council and local comitytbased clubs and voluntary organisations fer th
development of environmental community projects andks in the locality as defined at Appendix

A’

On page 5, in.1Background to the Current Schemepage 5 the drafts states that “A number of items
were addressed in the formulation of the grantsehenamely environmental community projects and
works so identified comprised of Meath County Cauaed local community group projects and works”.
Again on page 18.0 Environmental Community Projects and Works Scheme“The Environmental
Community Projects and Works Scheme establishéddath County Council ( the Council) and the
Knockharley Landfill Community Liaison Committeechprovides financial assistance to the Council and
local community-based clubs and voluntary orgaigsatfor the development of environmental
community projects and works in the locality asimed in section”

The meeting could not find any reference to theeswhprovidingfinancial assistance to the coundi in
any of the legislative agreements on planning &edotovision of funding to mitigate the impact cdste
management facilities on the community. AppendixHbwever, the committee did find in condition 21 a
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provision for the developer to make a contributiothe council in respect of environmental improeein
works for the area. In the opinion of the commitieere may have been some cross over in those
conditions. However, they wish to point out tHagge two conditions are exclusive.

It is the committees wish that these terms be om#ét and any condition or provision in the draft
where Meath County Council have any lien on the fud.

Secondly, having read Appendix C “Changing Our Waywl in particular 9.2New waste management
facilities are generally unwelcome to the publidanvariable generate local opposition. Good plarmi
careful site selection, public education and awasnand a policy of openness and transparency can
mitigate such opposition’it was the feeling of the committee that the dsafbuld try to mitigate such
opposition. In the committees opinion most of theal opposition centres on the undefined term of
“impact” in the original scheme.

The committee propose that the draft should includefinition of impact as “the negative social and
physical effect of the Landfill facility on the laccommunity given that effect is pro rata to proity, i.e.
the closer you live to the Landfill the greater thmpact.

The inclusion of the definition would give greatecognition to applications for grants to thoseseloto
the facility. Under the current scheme any orgamsavithin the 5km radius has equal priority. The
committee would like to see a question on the appibn form e.gHow is your organisation impacted
by the Landfill Facility and how will your project mitigate the impact of same

With this inclusion the committee feel the new sokewill assist the Knockharley Landfill Community
Liaison Committee in its approval of projects. Saonganisations on the peripheral of the 5km radius
believe that just because they are within the bannthey have automatic right to funding althoulgé t
landfill has little or no impact on their organiset or community. It also brings Condition No 5tbé
Bord Pleanala to the forefront focusing on the gaition of the impact rather than focusing on comityun
projects.

Thirdly, in 3.5 Types & levels of Assistanclp to 60% of the cost of capital expenditure sabje a
maximum grant of €100,000 per project is availaliles the feeling of the committee that the cdmition
by the applicant should be at the discretion ofikheckharley Landfill Community Liaison Committee.
The reasoning here is similar to the second prd@isave, that contribution should be based on the
proximity to the facility. Simply, those closer tioe facility should have to make less contributiloan
those further away i.e. effect is pro rata to pmuky. For example, under the current scheme ifNh&onal
School in Kentstown make an application for a samgroject to the National School in Beauparc both
must make similar contribution. This is totally airfgiven the difference in impact.

The inclusion of the amendment in the latter arddéfinition in the former will give greater equitythe
approval of projects and the distribution of furglin

The Community Representatives will back the new schesitte these adjustments, as it believes this new
scheme will bring all sectors of our community ttgge.
