· A site layout map to a scale of not less than 1:500. This map should have the site outlined in red and show the north point.

(c) Where a proper and complete application is received, a decision must be conveyed to the applicant within eight (8) weeks except where additional necessary information is required.

Where a decision to extend the appropriate period has been made by a planning authority, prior to the coming into operation of this section ie. the 19th August, 2010. An application to further extend the appropriate period may be made to the Planning Authority provided that each of the following requirements is complied with – 

(i) an application is made in that behalf in accordance with regulations under S. 43,

(ii) any requirements of, or made under, the regulations are complied with as regards the application, and 

(iii) the authority is satisfied that the relevant development has not been completed due to circumstances beyond the control of the person carrying out the development.
