Signs to Business Premises

This Policy relates to signs to business premises.
1. In this context a business premises can be defined as a premises the use of which as a commercial/business premises is authorised by having the appropriate planning permission in place and which is liable for commercial rates.

2. It will be a condition of approval that rates and all other Council levied charges are paid up to date or that there is an agreement in place to discharge such liabilities.

3. Applications involving signs on National roads and Motorways would be dealt with in accordance with relevant current policies published by the Transport Infrastructure Ireland (TII).

4. Applications must be made to Transportation Department on the form provided. The applicant must

 provide a justification for each sign applied for. The application shall describe in sufficient detail the location of the proposed sign and the wording to be included on each. The applicant shall provide a location map to the specified scale 1/2500 in respect of each proposed sign.

A. In assessing any application the Council must be satisfied that the signs are required to meet the reasonable needs of the public to locate the destination and that they are not for advance advertising purposes.

B. Normal considerations in relation to safety at junctions and roundabouts apply and the Council will refuse any applications where it considers that to allow a sign would cause or potentially cause or exacerbate a danger to traffic or pedestrian safety.

C. The Council will refuse any applications where it considers that to allow a sign would contribute to an unacceptable proliferation of signs at any location or where allowing an additional sign would obscure or partly obscure or detract from existing regulatory road signage.

D. The Council will refuse any applications where it is satisfied that the premise is adequately served by exiting signage or because it is situated in a prominent location in an already adequately singed posted town or village.

E. Permitted signs and poles must comply with all relevant standards.

Please note that signs will have black lettering on a white background.

F. Signs shall contain the name of the business only but shall not contain any company logos or other emblems. They should be in Irish and English.
G. Signs (and poles where required) must be provided by the applicant at their own expense.
H. Signs and poles, where permitted, must be erected by or under the direct supervision of Meath            County Council
· Cost of installation:

· €50 for full placement of a sign onto existing approved pole.

· €150 for erection of sign and new pole.

I. Annual licence fee: (in addition to cost of installation):

€50 per sign per year, to be paid for 3 years in advance.


Licence fee and installation cost must be paid in full before permitted signs can be erected.

J. Applications for other signs/advertising structures not covered in this policy –should be dealt with in accordance with current procedures and requirements under relevant Planning Acts and Regulations.

The requirements of the Official Languages Act 2003, where appropriate, must be complied with. The Council’s Corporate Service Department will issue guidance on this matter where necessary.
