At the commencement of the meeting the following advice was read into the record of the meeting by the Meetings Administrator, Bill Sweeney  in relation to the Ethics requirements of the Local Government Act 2001:

You attention is drawn to the provisions of Part 15 of the Local Government Act 2001 and to your statutory obligations under the provisions of the Act.

It is the responsibility of each member of the Council and its committees (both elected and non – elected ) to familiarise themselves with the provisions of the Act and the National Code of Conduct for Local Authority Members.

The following summary is for information only and is not a complete representation of Act: 

In carrying out their functions under any enactment, it is the duty of every member and every employee of a local authority and of every member of every committee to maintain proper standards of integrity, conduct and concern for the public interest

Each member shall have regard to and be guided by the relevant code of conduct in the exercise of his or her functions

A member of a local authority or of a committee of a local authority shall not seek, exact or accept from any person any remuneration, fee, reward or other favour for anything done or not done by virtue of his or her office

Where a resolution, motion, question or other matter is proposed or, otherwise arises, at a meeting of a local authority any member who has actual knowledge that he or she or a connected person has a pecuniary or other beneficial interest in, or which is material to such a matter, he/she shall declare the nature of the interest, withdraw from the meeting and take no part in the consideration of the matter. Neither shall he/she influence or seek to influence the decision of the local authority on the matter.

Where a member has actual knowledge that a matter is likely to arise at a meeting at which that member will not be present and which, if he or she were present, a disclosure would be required then that person shall, in advance of such meeting, make such disclosure in writing and furnish it to the ethics registrar.

A connected person means a brother, sister, parent or spouse of the person or a child of the person or of the spouse.
