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Low Cost Private Site Scheme
Please read the following information carefully before completing this application form.

All questions on this form must be answered. Please write your answers clearly in block capitals.

In order to be eligible to purchase a Low Cost Private Site, the following criteria must be fulfilled:

· Applicants must not be eligible for social housing support, i.e. gross annual income must exceed the social housing income thresholds set for Co. Meath.
· For single income households, annual gross income must not exceed €50,000 and for double income households, the incomes must not exceed €75,000.
· Applicant must be a First-time buyer. Applications may be accepted at the discretion of Meath County Council from eligible persons who were previous home owners but no longer own a home due to marital separation.

· Applicant (s) will be required to occupy the property constructed on the allocated Low-Cost Site as their normal place of residence.
· Existing tenants of Meath County Council or an Approved Housing Body will be eligible to apply provided they meet the eligibility criteria as set above and that they surrender their homes to Meath County Council or the Approved Housing Body in a suitable condition.
· Preference will be given to applicants that have a local connection/live in/or previously lived in the area for which the application is made.
· Meath County Council will consider your ability to complete construction within 18 months of transfer of a site and any other factors that we consider relevant.

· The dwelling house to be constructed must be of a design which is acceptable to the Planning Authority. Specific site requirements for any particular location will be available as an Appendix to the Application Form to purchase a Low-Cost Private Site. This will include specific building conditions that must be complied with, relating to planning issues, design guidelines, construction type, site boundaries, building line, boundary walls. Engagement by successful applicants in pre planning meetings will be required. 
· The site will be transferred into the successful applicant (s) name when (a) the balance of the purchase price is paid and (b) acceptable evidence has been submitted of obtaining full Planning Permission and Loan Approval sufficient to build the dwelling house.

· In the event of the property being resold within a period of twenty years from the transfer of sites a clawback system operates-details available upon request.
· Local Authority Tenants/Tenant Purchasers can avail of Mortgage Allowance Scheme.
· Meath County Council retains discretion as to which sites are sold.
· Applicants are responsible for both their own & Meath County Council’s legal costs.

Priority will be given to eligible applicants on the following basis:
· Eligible Applicants who have one member of the household living in the administrative area of Meath County Council for at least 12 months immediately preceding application.
False/misleading information:

Any applicant who deliberately gives false or misleading information, or who fails to give or withholds relevant information in order to further their application will be liable for the following sanctions, depending on the circumstances of each case:

· Cancellation of their application.
· Withdrawal of an offer of a dwelling, where Meath County Council is satisfied that, were it not for the giving of false or misleading information or the withholding of relevant information the offer in question would not have been made.
